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“China, Stop Forced Repatrlatlon of North Korean Refugees”

Washington DC area —anti-Communist organizations hold candlelight vigil in front of the White House

A candlelight vigil to protest the abuse of North Korean human rights and the Chinese government’s crackdown and forced
repatriation of North Korean refugees, and calling for the Chinese government to immediately cease such activities, was held in
Washington D.C. in front of the White House.

The North Korea Freedom Coalition (Chairman Suzanne Scholte), along with USA North Korean Defectors Mission Association
(Director Ma Young Ae), the Korean Vietnam Veterans Association, Korea Freedom Alliance, Washington Korean Senior
Citizens Coalition and other participants numbering over 30 people gathered at 7PM in front of the White House to coincide with
the State Diner between President Hu Jintao and Barack Obama, and urged the Chinese government to help improve North
Korean human rights.

The participants urged the Chinese government to ‘stop abusing the refugees’ human rights’ and to immediately ‘cease cracking
down on the refugees and repatriating the refugees back to North Korea.’

The gathering, which was held quietly without any picket signs or chanting, pointed out that China was acting unreasonably in
light of the North Korean nuclear issue, the sinking of the Cheonan, and the shelling of Yeongpyong Island, and urged the
Chinese government to take a more responsible role on the world stage.
